2. òGod can deal with a weak prayer life, an unstable family, 

bad behavior, and the failure to sacrificially serve other peo-

ple, but He cannot reconcile a refusal  to flat -out  worship  

Him.ó

What does David teach us about a òman after Godõs own 

heart?ó 

1. We need to have a biblically faithful understanding  of God, 

combined with a biblically faithful response  to God.  

2. God is to be worshipped in ways  and forms  He deems ac-

ceptable.  

3. David teaches us that worship is both adoration  and action; 

praise and proclamation . 

The final premise is this: we become like  what we worship. So 

what is it or who is it you want to become like?  
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
